Summer field crops – 2012 

Commercial maize: The revised area estimate for maize is 2,682 mill. ha, which is 13,06% or 

309 900 ha more than the 2,372 mill. ha planted for the previous season. The expected commercial 

maize crop is 11,705 mill. tons, which is 12,99% more than the 10,360 mill. tons of the previous 

season.  The expected yield is 4,36 t/ha as against 4,37 t/ha of the previous season. 

The revised area estimate for the Northern Cape, Free State, KwaZulu-Natal, Mpumalanga, Gauteng 

and North West provinces is based on information obtained from the Producer Independent Crop 

Estimation System (PICES) as conducted by the National Crop Statistics Consortium (NCSC), which is 

led by the ARC.  Information on PICES for the Limpopo province will be available in March 2012. 

The area estimate for white maize is 1,632 mill. ha, which represents an increase of 15,08% or 

213 900 ha compared to the 1,418 mill. ha planted last season.  In the case of yellow maize the area 

estimate is 1,050 mill. ha, which is 10,06% or 96 000 ha more than the 954 000 ha planted last 

season. 

The production forecast of white maize is 6,804 mill. tons, which is 12,42% more than the 6,052 

mill. tons of last season.  The yield for white maize is 4,17 t/ha as against 4,27 t/ha the previous 

season.  In the case of yellow maize the production forecast is 4,902 mill. tons, which is 13,78% 

more than the 4,308 mill. tons of last season.  The yield for yellow maize is 4,67 t/ha as against 4,52 

t/ha the previous season. The main reason for the higher yield for yellow maize as against the 

previous season, is the larger area planted under irrigation. 

Sunflower seed: The revised area estimate for sunflower seed is 443 300 ha, which is 31,03% less 

than the 642 700 ha planted the previous season. The production forecast for sunflower seed is 

540 820 tons, which is 37,11% less than the 860 000 tons of the previous season.  The expected 

yield is 1,22 t/ha as against 1,34 t/ha of the previous season. 

Other crops:  It is estimated that 472 000 ha have been planted to soya-beans, which represents 

an increase of 12,92% compared to the 418 000 ha planted last season. The production forecast for 

soya-beans is 755 950 tons, which is 6,47% more than the 710 000 tons of the previous season.  

The expected yield is 1,60 t/ha as against 1,70 t/ha last season. 

For groundnuts, the area estimate is 45 450 ha, which is 17,59% less than the 55 150 ha planted 

for the previous season.  The expected groundnut crop is 67 165 tons, which is 4,54% more than 

the 64 250 tons of last season.  The expected yield is 1,48 t/ha as against 1,17 t/ha last season. 

The area estimate for sorghum decreased by 29,84%, from 69 200 ha to 48 550 ha against the 

previous season.  The production forecast for sorghum is 145 150 tons, which is 6,35% lower than 

the 155 000 tons of the previous season.  The expected yield is 2,99 t/ha as against 2,24 t/ha of the 

previous season. 

For dry beans, the area estimate is 39 750 ha, which is 5,13% less than the 41 900 ha planted for 

the previous season.  In the case of dry beans the production forecast is 50 530 tons, which is 

20,37% more than the 41 980 tons of the previous season.  The expected yield is 1,27 t/ha as 

against 1,00 t/ha of the previous season. 

Please note that the second production forecast for summer field crops for 2012 will be 

released on 27 March 2012.

In 

die geval van geelmielies is die produksieskatting 4,902 miljoen ton, wat 13,78% meer is as die 4,308 

milj. ton van die vorige seisoen. Die opbrengs van geelmielies is 4,67 t/ha teenoor die 4,52t/ha van die 

vorige seisoen. Die hoofrede vir die hoër opbrengs vir geelmielies teenoor die vorige seisoen, is die groter 

oppervlakte beplant onder besproeiing. 

Sonneblomsaad: Die hersiene oppervlakteskatting vir sonneblomsaad is 443 300 ha, wat 31,03% 

minder is as die 642 700 ha aangeplant die vorige seisoen. Die produksieskatting vir sonneblomsaad is 

540 820 ton, wat 37,11% minder is as die 860 000 ton van die vorige seisoen.  Die verwagte opbrengs is 

1,22 t/ha teenoor die 1,34 t/ha die vorige seisoen. 

Ander gewasse: Die geskatte oppervlakte beplant met sojabone is 472 000 ha, wat ’n toename van

Winter cereal crops - 2011 production season 

Wheat:  The production estimate for wheat was increased by 55 350 tons to 1,905 million tons, 

which is 2,99% higher than the previous forecast of 1,85 million tons.  The area planted to wheat 

remained unchanged at 604 700 ha. The average yield of wheat is 3,15 t/ha.  

The increase in the expected production of wheat can mainly be attributed to better than expected 

yields, as well as that producer deliveries, as monitored by SAGIS, were higher than the estimated 

crop. 

The expected production of wheat was amongst others adjusted upward in the Western Cape by 

26 500 tons, or 4,08%, in the Free State by 11 250 tons or 2,08%, and in the Northern Cape by 

6 300 tons or 2,29%. Adjustments were also made in some of the other provinces. 

Other crops: The production estimate for malting barley also increased to 309 000 tons, which is 

8 090 tons or 2,69% higher than the previous forecast of 300 910 tons. The area planted to barley 

remained unchanged at 80 150 ha, while the expected yield is 3,86 t/ha. 

The expected canola crop remained unchanged at 59 490 tons.  The area estimate for canola also 

remained unchanged at 43 510 ha, with an expected yield of 1,37 t/ha. 

Please note that the intentions to plant winter cereals for 2012 will be released on 

24 April 2012. 

Wintergewasse - 2011 produksie-seisoen 

Koring:  Die produksieskatting vir koring is opwaarts aangepas met 55 350 ton tot 1,905 miljoen 

ton, wat 2,99% hoër is as die 1,85 miljoen ton van die vorige skatting.  Die oppervlakte beplant 

met koring is onveranderd gelaat op 604 700 ha.

Die oppervlakteskatting vir kanola 

is ook onveranderd gelaat op 43 510 ha, met ŉ verwagte opbrengs van 1,37 t/ha.
